SIXTH ANNUAL SPEECH
NIGHT.

The Hawthorn Town Hall was crowded
to the doors on December 18th last,
when the annual Speech Night took
place. Mr. A. F. Fullard, President of
the School Council, took the chair.
The address, delivered by Sir Lennon Raws, was as witty as it was
brief and to the point. Mr. W. H. Doery brought before the gather-
ing the claims of the Carey Patrons' Association. Mr. K. P. Rees,
Vice-President of the O.C.G.A., presented the School with a fine
bell, the gift of the OIld Boys. Sir Lennon Raws presented the
School prizes, and Lady Raws distributed the Sports trophies.

An opportunity was taken during the evening of welcoming
home Dr. F. W. Boreham, who briefly responded.

The Headmaster's report was as follows: —

Mr Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen,

In presenting to you the Sixth Annual Report of the Carey
Baptist Grammar School, | have to record a year of good progress
and active life. Our numbers during the year have reached 224,
while our prospects for the coming year are cheering.

We have also had a record number of boarders, though |

should like to see this department more largely patronised. The
school surroundings are ideal, while the accommodation provided is
of the best. I would ask our supporters to make known amongst

their friends the facilities we have to offer to those who desire a
good home for their boys. The Day School has during the past
six years grown beyond our expectations, and | should like to see
our boarding accommodation taxed similarly.

During the year we parted very regretfully with Mr. Bills, who
left at the end of June to take the position of Headmaster of King's
College, Adelaide. As one of the foundation members of the
School staff, and cur first Vice-Principal, Mr. Bills proved a tower
of strength to Carey during its difficult initial years, and the
debt of gratitude we owe him is indeed a great one. We would
congratulate him upon his well-deserved appointment, and wish for
him many years of happiness and success in his work at Adelaide.
It was fortunate that at this unexpected juncture we were able to
find a suitable successor to Mr. Bills, in the person of the Rev.
H. J. Sutton, M.A., who, after a number of years of most efficient,
missionary labours in East Bengal, had decided, for family reasons,
not to return to India, and, by the courtesy of the Foreign Mission-
ary Committee, was allowed to enter upon his duties at Carey
immediately Mr. Bills had left. Mr. Sutton is well qualified for the
position he now holds in the School. His University course was a
very brilliant one, and was followed by several years of much
success as a schoolmaster, while during his time in India he was
constantly in touch with educational work. To him, to the rest of
the Staff, and to the Matron, Miss Collinge, | desire to express my
sincere thanks for loyal co-operation during the year.
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After a year of good work, both in the school-room and on the
sporting field, Mr. Dodd is leaving us to return to Adelaide. His
place is being filled by the appointment of Mr. C. E. Gramlick, who
will be in charge of the Senior Mathematical work. We are sorry
to have to bid farewell to Miss Irving, who is severing her connec-
tion with the School after nearly four years of conscientious labours

in the Preparatory School, where she will be much missed. Miss
N. Martin has been appointed as her successor. We are also losing
Miss Perry after two years of good work. Her place will be taken

by Miss Shum.

| have to record additional improvements to the School
premises.

The appearance and equipment of the Tuck Shop have been
much improved since last Speech Night, while a concrete floor has
been laid down in the spacious verandah in front of it, where the
day boys can eat their lunches in comfort. The expense of these
improvements has been met by the profits from the Tuck Shop.

During the Christmas vacation provision will be made for a
well-equipped sick-room and an extra Master's room, at a cost of
£350. This will supply a much needed want, and will make much
easier the task of the Matron, who has on numerous occasions had.
to give up her room to sick boys.

At the end of the second term | accompanied Mr. Hickman and
thirty (30) of the senior boys to Adelaide, where a most enjoyable
week was spent. During our stay we were the guests of King's
College, and were lavishly entertained by them. We met them in
football, tennis and debating, and were successful in all three
contests by close margins. I am sure the trip was beneficial to
the boys in many ways, and | trust it will be the forerunner of
similar tours in the future. We expect next year to see Mr. Bills
and his boys in Melbourne, when we shall do our best to give them
a due return for the great kindness meted out to us during our stay
amongst them.

In the Public Examinations of last year we achieved satis-

factory results. Leaving Certificates were obtained by J Bull, W.
Fisher, W. Holdsworth, G. Lush and A. Mathias, while five others
secured three or more subjects. In the Intermediate Examination

the successful candidates were E. Austin, B. Bethell, T. Brydges,
R. Kitchen, F. Knight, H. Puddy, P. Vardon, and H. Kinsella, while
five other boys passed in four or more subjects.

There has been much discussion lately as to the respective
merits of the internal and external systems of examinations. My
opinion is that the present system of internal examinaions gives an
advantage to the candidates who are thus examined. Their papers
are done at the school under normal conditions, and are set by
their own teachers, while, under the external system, our boys do
at the Exhibition Building, under very abnormal and often trying
conditions, papers which are set by outside examiners. | certainly
think that the examinations should be conducted at the school,
but | as strongly contend that the papers should be set by examiners
who are not connected with the school, though there is no reason
why the correcting should not be done by the school staff. I do
not wish in any way to impugn the integrity of the teachers who
set papers for their own students, but it seems to me difficult for a
teacher to set a paper which will not to some extent reflect the
stress which he has placed upon certain aspects of the subject under
examination, and so render the examinee's task an easier one than
it might be under different conditions. There are numerous other
anomalies connected with the internal system which 1 have no time
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to treat of now, but they do exist. On the other hand, it is, |
think, desirable to obtain an outside verdict upon the school's work
during the year. Two heads are generally conceded to be better
than one, and | consider that the combined efforts of the teacher
and the outside examiner are more likely to produce the best results
than the unaided work of the former. | hope that some such com-

bination of the internal and external systems will be adopted.

The out-of-school activities of the boys have been well catered
for by the Debating Society and the Hobby Club, in connection with
which an interesting Exhibition of Hobbies was held. One of the
winning photographs was thought worthy of a place in the Camera
Supplement of "The Argus."” The gift of a valuable microscope
by our President, Mr. A. F. Fullard, will be of much use to senior
boys in making possible the formation of a Microscopical Society
in the School. An Orchestra, composed of Old Boys and present boys,
has been estalished during the year, and is making good progress
under the baton of Howell Swanton, one of our Old Boys. You

will have an opportunity later on in the evening of hearing what
they can do.

During the second term the Preparatory School, assisted by
some boys from the Senior School, gave a most successful and
enjoyable concert. The proceeds of about £40 were devoted to the
purchase of a movable platform, library books, pictures, etc., and
a clock, which faces a very fine Honour Board made and given
to the Preparatory School by Mr. and Mrs. W. Brown, a gift which

may inspire some other friends to present the Senior School with a
similar board.

The success that attended the two evenings on which the
display was held was largely due to the hard work and fine training
of Miss Metcalfe and her staff.

This term has seen the establishment of a branch of the
Christian Union, under the charge of Mr. Sutton. Meetings have
been held weekly, and have varied between Bible study and ad-
dresses by outside speakers. This method has given variety to the
meetings and has contributed to the maintenance of an increasing
interest in the Union.

The Charity Fund, to which weekly contributions are made
by the boys, has resulted in the raising of £25/15/-. From this
fund grants are made to Missions, Home and Foreign, and
charitable institutions. Part of the money is used to supply sport-
ing materials for the boys in the Mymensingh Hostel. In this way
the boys are doing a really fine work in helping others less fortu-
nate than themselves. A goodly sum was also contributed to the
Memorial Shrine Fund.

Good work has been done in the musical side of the school by
Miss Gleadall and Mr. Finster, and the boys entered for the Uni-
versity Examinations by Miss Gleadall all obtained satisfactory
results. The concerts given under the auspices of Miss Gladys
MacDowell have been continued during this year, and though the
response has not been satisfactory on all occasions, | am sure these
concerts are well worth while. | trust parents will encourage this
scheme and allow their boys to attend.

I have again to thank the Prefects for loyal service and support
during the year, and especially the School Captain, J. C. Alexander,
who is leaving us this year after five years of much usefulness to
the School. During two of these years he has served the School

faithfully as School Captain, and has worthily upheld the ideals that
we strive to maintain.
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The Parents' Conference, held during the third term, was dis-
appointing from a numerical point of view, though those who were

present contributed to an interesting and useful evening. I am,
however, still a firm believer in the usefulness of such a conference,
and | aim at drawing the parents and the School more closely

together next year by the establishment of a Parents' Association.
It is my intention to hold an inaugural meeting during the first
term of 1929, when | am hopeful of a large attendance. | am very
keen to secure and maintain the interest and co-operation of parents.
The education of our boys is a dual system, and it is only by the
effective collaboration of the home and the school that the best
results can be obtained. Both of us, parents and School staff, have
in view the very highest ideals for the boy. We are both trying
to do the best we can to make him the sort of man he ought to be,
to train to their highest possible stage of development the three
elements in his nature—physical, intellectual and moral—and if
this purpose is to attain its end we must work together.

I am, then, expecting much good from our prospective Parents'
Association. I would ask parents to let their minds dwell upon it
during the next few months, and to come along in large numbers
to the inaugural meeting next year with helpful suggestions for its
effective working.

His Excellency the Governor (Lord Somers) has been inspired
by the success attending the Duke of York's Camp in England to
hold a camp on similar lines at Anglesea in January. Of the 80
beys in camp, 40 have been selected from the Public Schools and
Associated Grammar Schools, and 40 from those following industrial
pursuits, with the excellent idea of giving these lads a, chance to
know and to appreciate each other under congenial surroundings
and in an atmosphere of healthy rivalry. Our two representatives
are J. C. Alexander (School Captain) and W. J. Fisher (Vice-
Captain of the School).

In common with other Associated Grammar Schools, we are
indebted to Messrs. Hemingway and Robertson, who have generously
offered two Accountancy Scholarships to each school—-one giving
instruction to a boy up to the Intermediate stage of the Accountancy
course, and the other for a boy who has completed the Intermediate
stage, and desires to go on to final Accountancy.

Our first year as a member of the Associated Grammar Schools

has brought us a reasonable measure of success in sport. In cricket
and football we were sixth, in swimming and athletics fifth, and in
tennis seventh. In all branches we were competing with schools

which had had years of experience behind them, so that we have
no reason to be ashamed of our initial efforts. As our boys gain
experience and confidence, so will our measure of success in-
crease. | wish to offer our congratulations to the winning schools
in each branch.

| should like, at this stage, to stress the claims of amateur
sport among our boys, past and present, the ideal of playing the
game for the game's sake, uninfluenced by any pecuniary con-
siderations. Too much of our sport is suffering in these days from
the bane of professionalism, and the tendency is to extend com-
mercialism still further into realms hitherto untouched. Fortunate-
ly, school sport has not been influenced by this pernicious tendency.
May it always remain so, and may our boys, when they leave school,
retain to the end their amateur status and "play the game."

The competition for the coveted position of Cock House has
resulted in a victory for School Huse, which was also successful last
year.
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The House system is continually proving its value in the realm
of School sport in engendering a healthy rivalry among the boys
and in teaching the individual that, so far as he is personally con-
cerned, it does not matter whether he makes top score for his side
or kicks the winning goal, but that it does matter a very great deal
whether his team wins. | have no desire to crush out. individuality
—that would be a fatal mistake in any school—but | do wish the
boys to learn that they must often sacrifice themselves for the good
of the Form, the House, the School. If a boy learns this lesson at
school he should, when he leaves it, recognise his responsibilities as
a member of larger communities. The community life of the school
should teach him that he owes a duty to his fellow-citizens. It
should show him that he owes a duty to his country—to defend
its honour, even by death, if need be. And, finally, it should teach
him that his membership in the human family implies a life devoted
to the service of his fellows.

Two matters which | have mentioned on various occasions have
been much in my thoughts during the last few weeks—one is that
many boys come to us too late, and the other is that as many boys
leave school at too early an age. We must have boys for at least
two or three years if they are to get out of the school what it
desires to give them. In one year comparatively little can be done
to mould character. Send boys to us early, and let them grow up
amid the spirit of the School during their most impressionable
years, and leave them with us as long as possible. There is a
growing tendency in these days to withdraw boys from school at
the very time when all that counts for most in their school life
should be beginning to have its proper effect upon their characters.
It is, or should be, during the years from 15 to 18 that there is
formed a boy's view of life and its responsibilities, his power to
discriminate between the true and the false, and his realisation
that "life is more than meat and the body than raiment." It is
then that the spirit of the school should enter into his very soul,
and that those qualities of leadership which will be so useful to him
in later life are given an opportunity of developing.

From the educational point of view, it is a great pity that
so many boys are withdrawn from school at the Intermediate stage
or even before.

It is most desirable that a boy should go on to the Leaving Pass
and, if possible, to the Honours stage. I wish we had more boys
doing so. School days are soon over and do not return, and an extra
year or two at school may make the world of difference to a boy
from both the educational and the moral point of view. If this is
so, it is surely worth while to allow him the extra time. I would
ask parents to give the matter most serious consideration.

The Entrance Scholarships for 1929 have been awarded as
follows:—"Spicer Scholarship,” to lan Charles, of Kew; "Doery
Scholarship,” to Ivan Marcroft, of Healesville; and a "School
Scholarship" to Harry Ladd, of Bendigo. The first of the Internal
Scholarships, which are for the benefit of boys already in the
School, and are awarded on the results of the Intermediate Exami-
nation, have been held by T. Brydges and P. Vardor.

The Carey Patrons' Association has been re-constituted under
the able guidance of Mr. W. Gordon Sprigg, the new Secretary, and
has shown its practical interest in the boys by donating a prize,
which will this year take the form of the Open Championship Cup-
in Athletics. In other ways they have set themselves to help on
the School, and are looking for increasing support amongst those
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who have the interests of Carey at heart. The President, Mr. W.
H. Doery, has kindly consented to speak this evening about the
objects of the Association.

| desire to thank the Executive officers and the other members
of the Council for all they have done for the School during the year,
and for the sympathy and support they have shown me, the donors
of prizes, whose names appear on the programmes, the ladies of
the Tuck Shop for another year of untiring service, the Victorian
Baptist Women's Association for their help during the year, Sir
Lennon and Lady Raws for their presence here this evening, and
all our other kind friends, too numerous to mention individually,
who have in many ways assisted the School.

In conclusion, | wish to say a few words about the ideals that
we have in view at Carey. In this connection, | would quote an
extract that appeared recently in the School Column of "The Argus,"
and appealed to me very much:—

An Englishman who was asked recently, "How would you define

your public school spirit?" replied thus:—"It is simple enough.
Be loyal to your comrades, school, form, eleven, fifteen. Be clean,
plucky, straight over money, generous, and speak the truth. Don't

swank, don't sneak, don't funk, don't grouse over failure, don't
crow over success, play the game—or be licked into shape until you

do. If | had any creed it would be, 'l believe in the public school
spirit." Just that there's nothing quite like it anywhere else in the
world, unless we've put it there. It's made the best Britain we
know. It's made the Briton's word his bond everywhere. But it

must be the public school spirit at its best and broadest, not a
narrow caste spirit, only playing the game within its own caste.
On Elizabeth's fighting ships gentlemen and marines hauled at the
ropes together, and sung the same songs, in different accents and
voices, with good will. | like what a Rhodes scholar said the other
day of his University, that what struck him most was to find 3000
lads who would rather lose a game than win by foul means. For an
Imperial race with a world-wide mission there can be no finer spirit
than this."

This is a definition that | would commend to all our boys for
careful study.

The Old Carey Grammarians' Association is steadily increasing
in numbers and influence. Last year | mentioned that the Old Boys
had raised £25 towards the School funds. This year, as you will
see from the programme, they are presenting the School with a
bell, a much needed addition to our equipment. At the University
we have representatives doing Medicine, Arts, Law, Music, Com-
merce and Journalism. Accountancy has claimed a number, H. G.
Allpress being first in Victoria in a recent Intermediate Accountancy
Examination, while others are engaged in Theology, Pharmacy,
Architecture and Education.

As Headmaster of this School, | desire to stress, above all, the
ideals of purity, honour and unselfishness. Our aim is to turn
out Christian gentlemen who will regard purity of life as an ideal
to be sought and to be attained, and who will keep their minds,
words and deeds clean and unsullied. We desire that Carey boys

should cherish, as one of their noblest traditions, the ideal of
honour, truth and fair play. There is no higher praise that | can
give to a boy than to say that he is "straight'" or "plays the
game," or that "I can trust him," for I know that it is not always
easy for a boy to be straight and play the game. If he can save
himself in school by a glance at his neighbour's work, it is difficult
for him to resist temptation. It is often hard for him to own up
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when called upon
But. there

to confess to some fault or

breach of discipline.

is nothing | wish more than that our boys should be
honourable and truthful, hating all that is deceitful and savours of
dishonour, so that they may grow up to be straight men whom
their fellows can implicitly trust.

Finally, there is the lesson of unselfishness to which | have
referred above in my remarks on the House system—God first, our
fellows second, and ourselves third.

Silently, solidly and steadily, the Carey Patrons' Association
pursues its way. Since the report published in the December issue
of "The Carey Chronicle,” the Association has not been prominently
in the limelight; nevertheless its interest in all that concerns the
welfare of the School has been well maintained.

In a recent news sheet issued by the Association to its mem-
bers, it was stated that, with an objective of at least 300, the present
effective membership stood at 68, and of this number 21 are on the
Executive Committee.

In common with all other well-wishers of the School, the
CP.A. rejoices in the fine start which was made at the beginning
cf the new term, showing an enrolment of 230 scholars in all, the
following being the Church denominations represented: —

Baptists, 40 per cent.; Church of England, 20.5 p.c; Methodist,
12.2 p.c; Presbyterian, 13 p.c; Congregational, 4.3 p.c; Brethren,
4 p.c; Church of Christ, 1.7 p.c; Other, 4.3 p.c.

These figures are most gratifying, since they disclose the fact
that the School now stands on its own merits, and does not depend
on denominational propaganda for its scholars, as 60 per cent, of
the present enrolment are non-Baptists.

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The admission of lady members to the CP.A., mentioned in
our previous notes, has not yet taken practical shape, but it is
hoped to report progress in this direction at an early date.

As the CP.A. desires to be of the greatest service to the
School, within the scope of its particular province, the Honorary
Secretary will be glad at any time to receive, in writing, suggestions
as to how the Association may extend its usefulness and widen its
influence.

CAREY SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA.

As every member of the Orchestra was too busy practising for
the Speech Night effort to even put down his instrument for five
minutes in order to write a report for the last issue of the
""Chronicle," two terms' work will have to be incorporated in this
report.

After having been in existence but six months, to render
Mendelssohn's "March from Athalie," and lead the
singing of "Gud Save the King" at Speech Night, 1928,
is something of which the Orchestra is very proud.
Plowever, it cannot be left at that, and as we are anxious to live
up to what our name implies, we are pursuing the study of classical
works in preparation for an even better performance at Speech
Night, 1929. Our present study consists of Entr'acte from "Rosa-
mond," and "Moments Musicaux" No. 3, by Schubert; also Brahm's
"Hungarian Dance" No. 5. Much time is devoted to the improve-
ment of the general style of playing and other technical points.

In order to make it possible for each member to attend at
least once a fortnight, our rehearsals are held on Monday and
Tuesday respectively in each alternate week, but even then the

attendances have sometimes been very disappointing. Members
must understand that to obtain the full benefit from such an
organisation it is necessary that they attend in numbers. There

are, no doubt, amongst the Old Boys and Present Boys, many music-
ally inclined who have not yet joined up, and to those be it said
that by coming along to our rehearsals each week the musical
knowledge gained, the improvement in playing effected, the experi-
ence of ensemble playing obtained and the pleasure derived there-
from will more than compensate for the small amount of time re-
quired for rehearsals and practice. All who can possibly attend,
especially violinists, are asked to communicate with Mr. H. W.
Swanton, 41 Northote Avenue, Caulfield, S.E.7, when a list giving
the dates of rehearsals and all particulars will be forwarded to
them. The first rehearsal next term will be held on Tuesday, June
4th.

Through the medium of the Orchestra, several boys were able
to obtain a concession on tickets and attended a concert given by
the Malvern Symphony Orchestra on April 20th, which was of much
educational value.

Mr. Fullard, the donor of the School microscope, kindly
consented to be present, and the 27 boys who attended enjoyed
every word of his talk. He first explained the construction ana
working of the microscope and the method of using it to secure
best results. This talk was followed by an exhibition of interesting
slides of the vegetable and insect world. During this exhibition,
for which Mr. Fullard loaned us four microscopes, the lecturer
explained the wonderful field open to a student of microscopy, and
gave us some idea of the valuable research work done by some of
the leading microscopists. At the conclusion of the lecture, Mr.
Sutton, who very kindly presided, moved a vote of thanks to Mr.
Fullard.

On Saturday, March 23rd, we had an excursion to the back-

waters of the Yarra, in search of specimens of pond-life. Only
six boys accompanied Mr. Stump on this trip. This was disappoin-
ing. It is of little use being interested only in actually looking at

slides. Those who are keen should be prepared to do more.

A further meeting was hed on Tuesday, the 26th, to examine
our collections. This time there was a much larger attendance. In
future only those in attendance at the excursion will be allowed to
examine the specimens collected.

The Hobby Club has temporarily ceased to meet. However, an

exhibition of school hobbies will be held this year. The wusual
prizes will be awarded in the various sections, so get to work
now.

ANZAC DAY AND INSTALLATION OF PREFECTS.

Anzac Day, though a day of remembrance, is also a day of
challenge. The heritage left by our soldiers should be held as a
sacred trust by all. At the School, the service in commemoration
of the landing at Gallipoli took place at 9.45 on April 25th. The
Senior School, with part of the Preparatory School, was addressed
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by the Rev. Eric Evans, of Armadale. He spoke of the courage of
the Anzacs, and the justice and righteousness for which the sacri-
fice was made.

After the address, the School stood in silence a few moments
recalling to mind the valour and sacrifice of the Anzacs and what
it has meant to Australia.

Young, Davey, Brown), 7th; Open Squadron Team (Brown, Gold-
smith, Pascoe, C. Young), 7th. Holloway swam as emergency in the
100 open.

CRICKET.

This year we were faced with the task of filling the places in the
XI. left vacant by the departure of J. C. Alexander (capt.), W. J.
Fisher (vice-capt.), C. P. R. Kitchen, R. Touzel, N. Roberts, J. A.
Denniston, and G. Lush. The last mentioned will be back next term,
but the others have joined the ranks of Old Boys. When, at the end
of a year, we think of those we are losing, we always wonder how the
School will survive—but there are others who are coming on, and the
places are always filled—perhaps not so efficiently in some cases,
perhaps more so in others. This year has proved no exception to this
state of affairs. The choice of captain of the First XI. fell on C. H.
Rees, with E. Joyce as his right-hand man. Rees and Joyce have
filled their posts with credit to all concerned. The spirit of keenness
prevalent at practice has been maintained, and the XI has proved a
team in the true sense of the word. R. B. Osborne has proved an
efficient successor to Attree as scorer for the First XI.

Cricket is a game of surprises, and this has been very true of our
matches this year.

Our first game was against Camberwell. We commenced the
game at 10 a.m. on Friday, March 8th, so that it might be finished
sufficiently early on Saturday to enable the team to see some of the
fifth test match. Camberwell won the toss, and batted first on a good
wicket, scoring 140. School replied with 123, Rees 23 and Jamieson
24 being the principal scorers. In their second innings Camberwell
reached 123. In the School's second attempt we lost four wickets in
scoring 147 runs, thus gaining the victory by six wickets.
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The next match was against our old friends, Malvern, whose
reputation for cricket we knew of old. Rees won the toss, and
decided to bat on a good wicket. Taylor's bowling (8 for 43) was
largely responsible for our being all out for 138, of which Spicer
scored a very lucky 51. Malvern totalled 115, Webb 43 being princi-
pal scorer. In our second innings Joyce scored 34 out of a total of
82. Malvern wiped out the deficit with the loss of four wickets,
Taylor 63 and Webb 32 being the chief contributors to their total of
110. Malvern thus won by six wickets.

Our match against Haileybury on March 22nd was marred by
rain. The wicket was only fair, with not much hope of an improve-
ment, so Rees decided to bat when he won the toss. Our first innings
total reached 90, Simpson contributing 21 not out in his first match for
the School. Haileybury replied with 76. In the second innings the wic-
ket was very much the same for both teams—rather treacherous. Our
score was 57, and Haileybury managed only 41. The School thus
won by 30 runs.

The final roster match for the team was against Brighton, on
their own ground. Rain was so heavy during the week that a post-
ponement of all games till the third term was announced on the
Thursday evening. However, by Friday afternoon the weather had
cleared, and we were notified of the possibility of starting on the
Saturday, April 6th. The wicket was soft and easy, so Rees had no
hesitation in taking advantage of the toss. Our total by lunch time
was 97 for 9 wickets. Rain fell steadily throughout the adjournment,
but cleared sufficiently to start at 1.40, when our last wicket fell for
102. Spicer gave a sound exhibition of batting in his score of 37,
his off drives being particularly good. The first Brighton wicket fell
at 9; when their score had reached 15, rain stopped play for the rest
of the day. When play resumed on Monday, the day was ideal for
cricket, and the wicket vastly improved, though far from ideal, Rees,
6 for 24, and Joyce, 4 for 50, assisted by good fielding, dismissed
Brighton for 98 by 3.30. Our second innings opened—and continued
—disastrously. Spicer had to retire hurt; wickets fell rapidly, and
at one time the score board showed 8 down for 28. However, Simp-
son 15, and Holloway 24 carried the score to 63 before they were
separated, and the innings closed for 75, leaving Brighton 80 to win,
and about 15 minutes to bat. Their first innings total of 98 took over
two and a half hours to compile; the light was very bad, and no one
thought Brighton would attempt the seemingly impossible. However,
they decided to bat. In five overs Smith (54 not out) and Fairway
hit up 69 runs. It was a brilliant exhibition of forceful hitting. They
took risks, and luck favoured them. Fortunately for us time was up,
and we secured the victory by four runs on the first innings.

Our strength has been largely in our bowling and fielding. Rees
and Joyce have borne the brunt of the bowling; Luke, Sherriff, and
Spicer have supported them well. C. Webb acquitted himself admir-
ably behind, doing exceptionally well against Haileybury. Spicer,
Simpson, and Jamieson have been consistently good in the field. The
batting has been rather erratic—practically every member of the
team has made a good score at least once during the season. The
main fault lies in lack of patience. Batsmen, must realise it is not
possible to score off every bowl. They must learn to play every
ball, and to select the ones from which to score. When a bats-
man has learnt to keep himself absolutely under control he has gone
a long way along the road to success.

THE INAUGURATION OF PRESIDENT HOOVER.

(By our Special Representative).

Sunday, March 3rd, was in Washington a day of warm sunshine
and cool breezes, giving promise of a fine Monday. Monday dawned,
however, miserably cold, and towards midday rain set in and lasted
the whole of the afternoon.

The Australian contingent marched to the eastern front of the
Capitol at ten o'clock, and took up a position on the roof of the north
wing, where an excellent view of the out-of-doors portion of the
ceremonies was obtained. Loud speakers had been arranged so that
the large crowd outside could hear the proceedings and oath-taking
in the Senate Chamber. A description of these proceedings was also
broadcast.

Vice-President Dawes, the Chairman, in the presence of Presi-
dent Coolidge, President-elect Hoover, and the assembled Senators
and Senators-elect, opened the meeting by administering the oath of
office to Vice-President-elect Curtis. The oath is an admirable com-
bination of solemnity, dignity, simplicity, and legal precision. This
was followed by the address of the retiring Vice-President, adjourn-
ing the Senate. Vice-President Curtis then took the chair, and the
chaplain offered up a prayer. The Vice-President next delivered his
inaugural address.

The next proceeding was the swearing in of the Senators and the
President himself. To this end a proclamation of President Coolidge
was read calling the Senate in extraordinary session. The names of
the Senators-elect were called in groups of six, and they came for-
ward to take the oath of office, which was administered by Vice-
President Curtis. At the conclusion of this ceremony those on the
floor of the Senate Chamber were escorted to a platform erected on
the eastern steps of the Capitol, and there President Hoover was
sworn in as thirty-first President of the United States of America.
His inaugural address was an inspiring outline of America's ideals.
The President then left for White House, and after a short delay the
parade began. It took almost four hours to pass, and in it were
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represented America's best bands, the pride of her army and navy,
and almost every State of the Union, her veterans, and her native
Indians.

The proceedings were concluded in the evening by a tremendous
Inaugural Charity Ball, to which the Australian contingent had been
most kindly invited.

Thus ended one of the greatest days anyone could have the
privilege of witnessing.
